Suggestions page URL parameters
e findJournals Returns suggestions for journals
e findAuthors Returns suggestions for authors

e findPapers Returns suggestions for papers
e structured Treat text as structured query
o text Input text

Best to leave empty
e Author[] getAuthors(String text, String filterString)
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o text the input text

o filterString a string specifying filters for the search. Best to leave empty
e Paper[] getPapers(String text, String filterString, int count, int offset)
text the input text
o filterString a string specifying filters for the search. Best to leave empty
o count number of papers to return
o offset offset (typically 0 when starting)
